A hh it's that wonderful time of year again.
Spending time with family, eating too much,
indulging in rich foods, drinks and sweets, and just
having a merry old time.

You've pre-ordered a full leg of ham from the local
Shire butcher, but then you win a haul of hams at
Bundeena CSC’s massive Christmas ham raffle on
Saturday 17 December. Ham overload! With the
increased cost of living, you don’t want to waste
any food of course.

But don't worry! | have a few ideas that will help
you not waste delicious hams while also keeping
your family fed throughout the holiday season.

First off do not panic. Ham freezes beautifully! It's
best to use the ham within one or two months of
being in the freezer to reduce the chance of
freezer burn or ice forming around the edges. Here
are a few tips | use to prolong the life of it in the
freezer.

#1 Make sure your ham is cool and completely dry
using a clean dry chux or kitchen towel. Slice, dice
or portion your ham for efficient storage purposes
and to use when defrosted.

#2 Make sure that you wrap your ham up nice and
tight to reduce any air being trapped. | like to use

cling wrap and then a ziplock or sealable food bag
and then | push the air out creating a vacuum seal.

After this, | wrap it in aluminium foil nice and
tight to keep your treasured ham delight nice
and safe. If you cut it in different styles such as
diced and sliced, be sure to label and date each
wrap so you don't get in a ham puzzle mix up!

#3 When you are ready to use your ham,
remove from the freezer and thaw in the
refrigerator overnight. Remember to always
use it within three days and do not refreeze it.

If you've pre-sliced your ham, eat it as part of
some sandwiches, the classic but oh so
delightful cheese, tomato and ham toasties,
picky antipasto plates or my personal
favourite — a midnight snack straight from
the fridge!

For diced ham, you can make your own
pizzas, chicken parmies, quiches, or even a
decadent mac and cheese bake with some
ham tossed through. Talk about yum!

Back at home in England, one of my favourite
old English dishes was gammon egg and
chips. You can create this yourself by slicing
a nice thick steak-sized piece of ham, then
grilling it on the BBQ for a few minutes. Serve
with a nice runny fried egg and some crispy
hot chips for the perfect easy summer dinner!
You can even add some grilled pineapple for
a sweet finish — how hamtastic!
